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Northern Forest Canoe Trail Program Internship

What are the goals of the NFCT Program Internship?

The goals of the Program Intern are:

- To help build the stewardship, trip planner, and aquatic invasive aspects of the NFCT website;

- To perform membership, trail maintainer, and landowner outreach;
-To synthesize and process information related to portage trail surveys, landowners, and business located across the NFCT.

What are the dates of the NFCT Program Internship?

The Program Internship runs from June 13 – August 16, 2011.  

Where is the internship located?

The Program Internship takes place in the NFCT office in Waitsfield, Vermont.  Interns will provide for their own housing and transportation needs.  NFCT will identify known housing options in the Waitsfield area.  Some travel opportunities may arise in conjunction with specific projects.  If your vehicle is used for work related business you will receive mileage reimbursement in addition to your stipend. 

What kinds of work will I be doing?

The program intern will support NFCT staff in the wide variety of activities related to aspects of current grants and keep the organization humming.  The intern may assist with outreach, membership, website, publicity, communications with volunteers and paddlers, and any number of other needs that arise.  We will work with the intern to create opportunities to experience specific areas of interest in non-profit management.

Is the work schedule full-time or part-time?  What are the hours?

The program intern will work four days per week (32 hours/week) for nine weeks.  The schedule may vary from week-to-week depending on the projects at hand, and has some flexibility. 

Is a stipend provided?

Yes, a $2,250 stipend is provided toward living expenses during the ten weeks.

Can I get academic credit for the internship?

Yes, if your school allows it.  You will need to establish this with your school prior to the start of the internship. We will provide the documentation needed to process your work for credit.  

What is the application process?

Interns need to submit the application posted on the NFCT website and email a resume to intern@NorthernForestCanoeTrail.org.  Application materials are due by March 11st, 2011.  Finalists will be interviewed in late March, and a decision will be made by early April.
