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Day 1:  Arrive at Pleasant Street Inn B&B. Welcome and orientation with Jan & Rob Welch at the Inn. Pick up any last minute items in town.
Day 2: After a home cooked breakfast at the Inn, Mookwa Guided Tours will shuttle you, your gear and a canoe to the starting point at Haines Landing in the town of Oquossoc. Paddle along the shore of beautiful Mooselookmeguntic Lake, keeping an eye out for moose, boreal chickadees, eagles, and great blue herons. Make camp at one of the many coves or islands in consultation with your guide. Cook over the campfire and enjoy the stars, the night chorus of the loons, and tales of local natural history. 
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Day 3: Eat a hot breakfast by the campfire, break camp and paddle to Upper Dam. Learn to portage using a traditional tump line, a creative and efficient way for persons of any strength to move boat and gear across land. Put in at Upper Richardson Lake and paddle to Beaver Island. If time remains, explore the lovely Beaver Ponds. Take out and meet your shuttle back to the Inn. Hot showers and a celebratory dinner await! 
Day 4: Enjoy another fine breakfast at the inn and explore the towns of Rangeley and Oquossoc at your leisure. Learn how logging and sport fishing have shaped the region’s history at the Rangeley Lakes Region Logging Museum and the brand-new Rangeley Outdoor Sporting Heritage Museum. Or visit historic Orgonon, the preserved home and lab of 1940’s scientist Wilhelm Reich. Don’t forget to browse for gifts, books, and gear at Ecopelagicon and the other fine shops on the shore of Rangeley Lake. You will want to bring home a memento of your adventure!
