The Youth Program Intern will help

coordinate and lead NFCT’s Northern

Forest Explorers Youth Program in

Maine. The intern will assist guides with

all aspects of trip preparation and

leadership, and will conduct educational

programming with students aged 10-14.

The internship will run from June 29th -

August 11th.

A $1200 stipend will be provided, and academic credit can be arranged.
