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Northern Forest Canoe Trail Youth Program Internship
What are the goals of the NFCT Youth Program Internship?

The Youth Program Internship has two primary goals:

- to assist NFCT staff in prepping for our Northern Forest Explorers Youth Program, a rural youth paddling program;

- to assist a professional guide in leading our youth outdoor education programs in the field.

What are the dates of the NFCT Youth Program Internship?

The Youth Program Internship runs for 6 weeks, June 29 – August 11.  3 weeks will be in the field with students; 3 weeks will be focused on prep, training, logistics, and debriefing.  

Where is the internship located?

The Youth Program Internship will take place on waterways along the trail, supported by NFCT and in coordination with the professional guide leading the trips.

What kinds of work will I be doing?

The heart of this internship position will be assisting with the logistics and educational programming for field programs for rural youth, ages 10-14.  Specifically, the intern will provide leadership during the one-week programs we run in 2009.  The intern will assist the trip leader with all logistical aspects of leading these trips, and will provide educational programming for the students in partnership with the guide.  During the first week of the internship, the intern will participate in training coordinated by NFCT, and prep for the trips, assembling and packaging food, readying gear, etc.  During the final week of the internship, the intern will debrief the program, and assist the guide in cleaning and repairing gear as needed.  NFCT staff will be consistently available by phone, and will meet with the intern in person at several points during the course of the internship period.

Is the work schedule full-time or part-time?  What are the hours?

During the 5 weeks of the program, the intern will be full time.  There will be time off during the weekends. 

Where will I live?

NFCT will assist in finding camping or housing options for the intern in each location where the field programs occur.    

Is a stipend provided?

Yes, a $1200 stipend is provided toward living expenses during the 5 weeks.

Can I get academic credit for the internship?

Yes, if your school allows it.  You will need to establish this with your school prior to the start of the internship. We will provide the documentation needed to process your work for credit.  

What is the application process?

Interns need to submit the application posted on the NFCT website and email a resume to jobs@NorthernForestCanoeTrail.org.  Application materials are due by March 6th, 2009.  Finalists will be interviewed in March, and a decision will be made by early April.
